IRIS (the waiver formerly known as the SDS Waiver) Update





The waiver implementation advisory committee met on June 24 (hence the delay in the timing of this memo).  Things are moving very quickly.  In early July, the Wisconsin Department of Health and Family Services will send a letter to all Family Care and Partnership members informing them about IRIS, the self-directed supports waiver.  The Arc-Wisconsin has provided input into the drafting of the letter.  Please note that IRIS will only be available to people that are eligible for Family Care.  As Family Care expands to additional counties, so will IRIS.  Also, informational brochures will soon be printed and distributed.  Although the lack of information at this point can be frustrating, the dissemination of information has to be carefully coordinated to ensure that everyone involved, especially local Aging and Disability Resource Centers, are prepared to provide appropriate counseling to people that are interested in IRIS.
